In fact,
World Bank figures estimate nearly $60
billion - maybe much more - is needed to
modernize and sustain the nation’s aged
infrastructure.

To date, GRD has completed over
3,000 lIrag reconstruction projects with
another 375 underway.

Flemmer is a graduate of the University
of North Dakota with a bachelor of science
degree in marketing education. His mili-
tary education includes: Military Customs
Inspector School, Engineer Officer Basic
Course, Engineer Officer Advanced
Course, Engineer Command and Staff and
Recruiting Operations Officer School.
