	SAFETY PROGRAM:

	
	Implement safety program conforming to requirements U.S. Army Corps of Engrs (USACE) EM-385-1-1, Safety and Health Requirements and FAR Clause 52-236-13, Accident Prevention.
	
	Contractor shall submit written safety programs, SOPs, plans, etc. to the Government Designated Authority (GDA) prior to start of work (i.e., Accident Prevention Program, Activity Hazard Analysis, Simplified Accident Prevention Plan, etc.) and provide emergency on/off-base fire, police, ambulance & medical facility phone numbers.  Copy on site!

	PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT

	
	Shall be worn as required IAW EM 385-1-1.  As a minimum, hard hats, long pants, short sleeved shirt, and steel-toe safety shoes shall be worn.

When applicable, safety glasses, hearing protection, etc shall be worn.
	
	Personnel shall be trained on how to inspect, use, and limitations of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).
Maintain training records (i.e., name, signature, date, topic discussed, and name of person conducted meeting)

	SAFETY MEETINGS

	
	Weekly “Tool Box” safety meetings for all workers and monthly for supervisors on the project site shall be conducted, with documentation (date, attendance, subject, and instructor) which may be reviewed by QA Inspector.
	
	Safety meetings shall be conducted to review past activities, lessons learned, plan for new or changed operations, review pertinent aspects of the AHA or SOP, establish safe working procedures or controls for anticipated hazards, provide pertinent safety and health training and motivation.

	SAFETY INSPECTIONS
	FIRE EXTINGUISHERS

	
	Daily and periodic safety inspections of work site shall be conducted / documented by Prime Contractor, SSHO, Competent Person, and Quality Control during progress of work.
	
	At least two 10lb ABC extinguishers shall be at job site.

If tar kettle is to be used, then two 20-lb ABC type extinguishers shall be present.

	FALL PROTECTION

	
	POSITIVE FALL PROTECTION: Guardrail, net, catch platform or full body harness and lanyard with adequate anchor point when working above 6 feet (1.8m) or within 6 feet (1.8m) from leading edge.
Personnel shall be trained on the proper use, donning / doffing, limitations, set-up, inspection, etc.
	
	Anchor points shall be rated to at least 5,000 lb (2,237.9 kg) per employee attached.
Fall protection equipment and accessories (i.e., harness, lanyard, D rings, etc. shall be inspected prior to use.

	EMPLOYEE TRAINING
	DAILY DEBRIS REMOVAL

	
	Prior to start of work, contractor shall ensure employees are properly trained; i.e., Falls, Electrical, Work Platform, Equipment, etc.  Utilize safety quick sheets to complement required training as applicable. (NOTE: List is NOT all inclusive.)
	
	Debris shall be removed daily by Contractor, unless otherwise arranged with Contracting Officer.


	LOCK-OUT/TAG-OUT

	
	Energized lines or circuits shall ascertained by inquiry, direct observation, or instrumentation whether any part of an electric power circuit or lines (exposed or concealed) is located that could bring any person, tool, or machine in physical contact or electrical contact. 
	
	All equipment and circuits to be worked on shall be de-energized before work is started and personnel protected by clearance procedures, lockout/tagout (LOTO), and grounding.


	
	Contractor shall submit in a site specific LOTO plan IAW EM 385-1-1, para 12.A.02.b and 12.A.07.
Work on high voltage systems or circuits will require a detailed and site specific LOTO plan prior to start of work.  Submission required to the GDA for review and acceptance.
	
	Work on energized equipment or circuits shall be reviewed and accepted by the GDA.  Contractor shall submit site specific plans and SOPs to mitigate the hazard(s) to an acceptable risk prior to start of work or activity.

	DESIGNATED CERTIFIED OPERATORS
	HOUSEKEEPING

	
	Prime Contractor shall ensure operators of Machinery and Mechanized Equipment are qualified operators.

Prime Contractor shall have documentation or some type of record  (Copies on site!) 
	
	Aisles and exits shall be kept clear at all times.

	EMERGENCY FIRST AID, CPR, FIRST AID KITS

	
	At least two persons shall be first aid and CPR trained/qualified at site/each shift.
	
	16-unit First Aid Kit shall be available at the site IAW EM 385-1-1, Table 3-1.

	
	Station dispensary or CSH is available for serious injuries.  GDA will to verify this.
	
	First aid kits are inspected and replenished as necessary at least weekly.

	HAZARD COMMUNICATION/MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS (MSDS) and PAINTS/FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS

	
	Contractor shall make every attempt to have MSDSs for all hazardous material or liquids and maintain an inventory with estimated quantities being stored on the work site.
	
	Storage of flammable material shall be in approved flammable lockers or containers
NO fueling shall be done inside buildings.

	
	Storage containers, bottles, cans, etc. shall be labeled in English and Arabic.  Arabic language is authorized for work outside of FOBs.
	
	All paints shall contain <0.06% lead. No mercury or mercury compounds, chromates or asbestos.

	BARRICADES, WARNING SIGNS, FENCING FOR PUBLIC SAFETY

	
	Provide barricades, fencing, barrier tape, etc. as approved by the GDA.
Arabic language is authorized for work outside of FOBs.
	
	Post appropriate or required warning signs when work is being accomplished in English and Arabic (e.g. Danger Asbestos..., Danger Lead..., Powder Actuated Tool In Use,  Men Working Above, Hard Hat Area, Hearing Protection..., etc.)

	MISHAP REPORTING
	CONFINED SPACES

	
	All non-combat accidents beyond first aid including property damage shall be reported to the Area/Resident Office Engineer, Quality Assurance Representative, Contracting Officer/Representative, and Area Safety Office. 
	
	All confined spaces shall be considered Permit Required Confined Spaces (PRCS) until the space is evaluated and tested safe for entry by an Competent Person.  Refer to EM 385-1-1, page Q-53 (definitions).



	
	Contractor shall submit in the GRD 265-R, Immediate Report of Accident within 24 hours to the Contracting Officer/Representative.
	
	Develop site specific SOPs or AHAs for entry into confined spaces.



	
	Notify Contracting Officer/Representative and Area Safety Office telephonically or by email within 8 hrs of death, hospitalization of 3 or more persons or damage of $25,000 or more.
	
	Confined Spaces such as trenches, pits, vaults, silos, tanks, sewer/electrical manholes, etc. will require site specific SOPs or AHAs before entry.

	
	Complete and submit the ENG Form 3394, USACE, Accident Investigation Report for all Recordable injuries, illnesses, or property damage of more than $2,000 to the Area/Resident Office or Area Safety Office.
	
	NEVER enter any confined spaces without first evaluating or testing the air inside the space before entry. 

What you may not see or smell may cause serious injury or death.



	COMPRESSED CYLINDERS/HOT WORK
	MACHINERY/MECHANIZED EQUIPMENT INSPECTIONS

	
	Inspect compressed cylinders for safe operation (i.e., valves, gauges, hoses, torch, FREE of grease or oil on fittings or connectors, etc.) prior to use.
	
	All machinery and equipment shall be inspected daily (when in use) to ensure safe operating conditions. 

Use check sheets and/or refer to operator manual for additional information. 

	
	ALWAYS store or use compressed gas cylinders in the UPRIGHT position.
	
	Machinery and equipment shall be operated by designated qualified operators.

	
	Cylinders shall be secured in place to prevent displacement or from falling over.
	
	Roll Over Protective Structure (ROPS) shall be equipped for equipment and mechanized equipment.

	
	ALWAYS remove gauges and protect valve with metal protective caps. 
	
	Back up alarms or spotters shall be used when machinery and mechanized equipment are being used.

	
	Use appropriate PPE such as leather gloves, welding eye protection, long sleeves, covered shoes, etc.
	
	Personnel shall not work in, pass under, or ride in the buckets or boos of loaders in operation. No passengers.

	
	Remove all flammable and combustible liquid or material at least 50 ft (15 m).
	
	Contractor shall maintain records of tests and inspections.

	
	Provide fire watch and fire extinguishers.
	
	Check sheets are not all inclusive of required tests and inspections.

	
	Stop “Hot Work” at least 30 minutes prior to end of work shift or workday.
	
	Machinery and mechanized equipment shall be equipped with a fire extinguisher.

	GFCI/ASSURED GROUNDING PROGRAM
	EXCAVATIONS, TRENCHING/SHORING

	
	All portable electric equipment shall be protected by GFCIs at construction sites (5 ma or 15 ma).


	
	Shoring shall be used for unstable soil or depths of >4 feet unless benching, lay-back or other acceptable plan is implemented by the contractor.

	
	Power cords shall be inspected daily for damage or wear.  Use of bare wire into receptacles is prohibited.
	
	Work shall be supervised under direction of a Competent Person. Daily inspection/documented by CP

	
	Temporary electrical distribution systems shall be inspected and found acceptable for polarity, ground continuity, and ground resistance before initial use and monthly thereafter IAW EM 385-1-1, para 11.D.
	
	Excavations shall be covered with trench covers if left unfilled overnight and/or near housing areas.  If near roadways or walkways, ILLUMINATE barricades of trenches left unfilled overnight.

	SCAFFOLDS

	
	Work platforms shall be erected on firm and level ground.  
(Use work platform quick sheets as a reference)
	
	NEVER erect scaffolding near overhead power lines.  Refer to EM 385-1-1, para 11.E and Table 11-1.

	
	Riding of mobile scaffolding is prohibited.
	
	Work platforms shall have guardrails and safe access IAW EM 385-1-1, Section 22.

	
	Fall protection shall be provided during the erection and dismantling of work platforms above 6 ft (1.8 m) IAW EM 385-1-1, Sections 21 and 22.
	
	Work platforms shall be inspected daily for safe use.
Records of inspections shall be maintained.
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
